Split Rock snorkel Snorkel to Split Rock, 150 metres off shore in Savusavu $75.00 per adult
Bay. This large coral head is named for the distinctive split
down one side. At the bottom of the split you can see
purple gorgonian fans and pale yellow soft corals. Please
note, strong swimming ability is required to swim from the
shore to Split Rock. The location is reached by car from
Savasi Island and includes return transport cost.
